Deacon David Sinkler, the youngest of 14 children was born to Fortune and Elizabeth Sinkler in Rimini, 

South Carolina on October 29, 1889. He attended Old Antioch in Rimini. At an early age, he moved to Ben-

nettsville, South Carolina where he worked at the Schofield Lumber Company. As a young man, he loved bull

-riding, baseball and wrestling. In a revival conducted by Evangelist Myers and Evangelist Hoskins, Deacon 

Sinkler accepted the Lord and received the Holy Ghost in 1919, at the Pentecostal Holiness Church called 

ñOld Tabernacle.ò In obedience to the voice of the Lord, Deacon Sinkler established St. Luke Fire Baptized 

Holiness Church (which is now Word of Life Christian Center Ministries) in his home. He later purchased 

property in a Bush Harbor and considered building a small place of worship for the people of God and the lo-

cal community. Deacon Sinkler moved to Brooklyn, New York in 1922, and started a second church, St. Mat-

thew Fire Baptized Holiness Church. Through the churchôs fellowship, he met and married Willieora Talbert 

on December 8, 1929. Deacon Sinkler and Mother Sinkler were caring and devoted parents. They were 

blessed with six daughters (Norma Sinkler, Bernice Butler, Genora Pettaway, Eva Woodside, Deloris Bouttry, 

and Mildred Woods)and three son-in-laws Bishop E.L. Woodside, Deacon Willie Bouttry and Brother John 

Woods. Two sons, David Jr., and James both preceded them in death. To date, Deacon and Mother Sinkler 

have been blessed with over 100 grandchildren (including great and great-great grandchildren). Deacon and 

Mother Sinkler were known for their love and sincere kindness shared with everyone they met. Even today, 

the presence of Deacon and Mother Sinkler is visible in their children and grandchildren, all of which are ac-

tive in all areas of ministry, including church planters, professional gospel singers, recording artists and noted 

authors. Deacon and Mother Sinkler lived and raised their children in the Brownsville section of Brooklyn 

until his health began to fail. On April 24,  1992, at North Shore University (an extended care facility) Deacon 

Sinkler rested from his earthly assignment and went home to be with the LORD. Each year in October the 

Sinkler family meets in Bennettsville to honor the legacy established by their father.
